JBS consolidated net revenue in 2Q17 totaled R$41,674.8 million, a 4.6% decrease from 2Q16,

due to a net revenue reduction at Seara and JBS Mercosul of 6.1% and 14.2%, respectively, in

addition to the appreciation of the real against the US dollar, from R$3.51 in 2Q16 to R$3.21 in

2Q17.

In 2Q17 approximately 73% of JBS global sales came from markets where the company

operates and 27% from exports.

EBITDA
JBS EBITDA in 2Q17 was R$3,757.8 million, an increase of 29.9% in relation to 2Q16, boosted by
an increase in EBITDA of JBS USA Pork, PPC and JBS USA Beef, which grew in the period 29.9%,
48.8% and 1100.7%, respectively. Consolidated EBITDA margin increased from 6.6% in 2Q16 to
9.0% in 2Q17.

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In 2Q17, Seara posted net revenue of R$4,323.6 million, a decrease of 6.1% in relation to

2Q16.

In the domestic market, net revenue decreased by 2.9% in 2Q17 compared with 2Q16,

due to a reduction of 4.3% in average sales price, mainly in fresh poultry, due to a

redirection of export volumes to the domestic market. This reduction was partially offset

by an increase of 1.4% in volume, with growth in all segments. In prepared foods,

average sales prices remained stable when compared to 2Q16, but increased 2.6% in

relation to 1Q17.

Net revenue from exports decreased 9.3%, due to a 12.7% reduction in volume and to

the impact from the Real appreciation in relation to the same period last year (R$3.21

in 2Q17 compared with R$3.51 in 2Q16), partially offset by a 3.9% increase in average

sales prices. The reduction in volume is focused on fresh poultry and reflects a lower

supply of poultry from the Brazilian industry, especially since the second half of 2016,

due to higher grain costs and larger inventories in the international market.

Seara EBITDA in 2Q17 was R$356.1 million, a reduction of 6.8% in relation to 2Q16, mainly

due to the impact of the Real appreciation. In comparison to 1Q17, EBITDA presented

a strong recovery of 65.0%, mainly due to a decrease in feed costs. EBITDA margin was

8.2%.

This business unit registered an EBITDA of US$324.2 million in 2Q17, which represents a

recovery of 1,100.7% in relation to the same period last year. EBITDA margin was 5.9%,

the highest ever posted in a second quarter by JBS USA.
